APA: Plagiarism, in-text Citations and references 
	WHY
	So that your instructor (and your readers) can differentiate between your analysis and your research.

Your instructor will check that:

· Each in-text citation has a corresponding Reference
· Each Reference has been cited in-text.

	WHEN
	You do not need citations when it is:

· Your own opinion/experience.

· Common knowledge.

You  need citations when:

· You quote other people’s words.

· You paraphrase other people’s ideas, theories, statistics, etc.


	

	IN-TEXT CITATIONS
	APA uses the Author-Date style

Use a mix of:

· Paraphrasing

· Quotations
Page #: Needed for quotations

Page #: Optional for paraphrasing

	Paraphrasing examples:

Author’s name is part of your sentence:

( Smith and Brown (2010) found that the sky is not blue.
Author’s name is followed immediately by the date.
NOT: Smith & Brown found that the sky is not blue (2010).

NOT: Smith & Brown found that the sky is not blue (Smith & Brown, 2010).
Author’s name is not part of your sentence (parenthetical citation):

 ( The color of the sky is affected by the atmosphere (Smith & Brown, 2010).

	
	
	Direct quotation example: 

 ( Smith (2010) noted that the “color of the sky … is the result of visible sunlight being scattered by atmospheric particles” (p. 5).

	
	
	Secondary citations or indirect sources: 

( Lee argued that “the sky is not blue” (as cited in Smith, 2001, p. 6).

If you cite Lee’s research from a book written by Rum, then Rum (not Lee) will be in your References.



	
	
	If there is no Author: 
Newspaper article title: ( The sky is not blue (“Natural History”, 2010).

Website title ( The sky is not blue (Starry Nights, n.d.).

	Identify which part has to be italicized.

Italicize the main title (NOT article title) of a book, journal, or newspaper.

   The sky is blue (Smith, Brown, & Lee, 2001).
Subsequent citations, use the first author’s last name followed by et al. 

The sky is blue (Smith et al., 2001).
· 6 or more authors: Use the first author’s last name followed by et al. throughout.
   The sky is blue (Smith et al., 2001).

	· 2-7 authors: Smith, J., Brown, A., & Lee, A.
· 8 or more authors: List the first 6 authors followed by … (3 ellipses) and the final author
